 Good manners is the grease that helps people 
get along with each other, avoiding friction. 
 
¶ UNDER 16 MUST WEAR A HELMET. 
¶ Be aware of the effect your actions have on oth-
ers, their horses and their property. 

¶ Do not upset your co-ridersô horses. 
¶ Ride at a quiet, controlled pace. 
¶ NEVER PASS OTHERS AT A GALLOP. 
¶ Keep a safe distanceé donôt crowd others. 
¶ STAY WITH A DISMOUNTED RIDER 
¶ Respect the property of others. (ie: lawns, farm 
fields, crops, groves, livestock, etc.) 

¶ Leave gates as you found them:  Open gates 
should remain open. Closed gates should remain 
closed. 

¶ DO NOT PASS THE TRAIL BOSS or drop    
behind the drag rider. 

¶ Stay with the trail boss on the same side of the 
road. Do not split the road. 

¶ Clean up after your horse. Pick up manure or 
spread it depending on where you are. Do not 
clean your trailers out when you unload. 

¶ NO PROFANITY AT ANY SFTR EVENTS. 
 
REMEMBER! If you mind your manners others 
wonôt mind when you and your horse return to ride.

 In the old times the trail boss had to cut back thickets while wandering in unfamiliar territory ï 
defending against predators and enemies, in foul weather, with little more than a rip of dried meat and 
a brick-hard piece of bread.  That was then, and although we credit many a tough muleskinner and 
cattlewoman with blazing such trails, the SFTR has a little more modern twist to the routine. 
 Some of our members would like to host a ride, but are intimidated by the ñunknownò process.  
Your easiest venue is to host a ride from your own barn (no trailering for you!)  Most of us ride the 
same general fields, groves and quiet paths and are familiar with the best  route to avoid killer dogs, 
spooky crop ground plastic, human catching spider web zones and groves with knock-you-off-your-
horse branches.  But these same members hesitate to host a ride because they have no GPS to verify 
the route for ride miles credit.  Never fear...your SFTR Board is here. We will co-chair a ride with you 
and show you the ropes if needed. 
 So get a buddy and check with Bonny for a date.  Pick a trail you frequent or ask a seasoned rider 
for help.  Make it simple and advertise the ride as a covered dish, or bring your own sandwich. You 
handle the ice, water, drinks, etc (the club will supply these items for you to pick-up).  It is a normal 
ride for you, out of your barn...but for everyone else it is an exciting ride in new territory with good 
friends!

   All SFTR members are invited to join this two mile 
walk in remembrance of the victims of the 9-11 terror-
ist attacks on the Twin towers and other landmarks. 
You can ride your horse, walk, jog, ride a bicycle. 
Strollers and wheel chairs are also welcomed. We re-
quest that SFTR members wear blue jeans, white shirt, 
and a red bandana or wild rag. If you are riding your 
horse you must wear a cowboy hat or riding helmet. 

   There is no charge for this event but you must regis-
ter with the VFW as well as the SFTR. 
We need flag carriers and flags will be assigned in the 
order of your RSVP, so let us know, as soon as you 
can, if you are interested in carrying a particular flag. 
Flags available are: POW/MIA, Vietnam Veterans, 
Florida, Army, Marines, Navy, Air Force, Coast 
Guard, and SFTR. I will carry the American Flag.  
   It's been nearly 16 years since that cowardly attack 
that took 2,996 lives including 343 firefighters and 60 
police officers.

CONDITION YOUR HORSE FOR  
THE UPCOMING LONG RIDES 

 
   Now is the time to start conditioning your horse, and yourself, if you have any hopes of par-
ticipating in the five 20 mile trail rides we will be having in November and December. You 
have four months to prepare; July, August, September and October.  
    I will trail boss the 20 mile rides on Saturday November 18 and Saturday December 2.  
   Prepare to be on the saddle for about 6 to 8 hours. We will stop one hour for lunch. Bring a 
saddle lunch and snacks and plenty of water. At the starting point we will have pick-up truck 
to carry your horseôs water and bucket to the halfway stop. Mark them to make sure no else 
grabs it by mistake. My two rides will start and finish at the barn where I board. We will not 
be shuttling riders. 
   By beginning your conditioning program now you will not have to push your horse, espe-
cially since itôs so hot in the summer.  The conditioning will also prepare you and your mount 
for the Osceola Ride, The Cattle Drive Reunion Ride, and the Cracker Trail Ride. Plan your 
shoeing schedule so that your horse gets shod about a week before the November ride. That 
should get you through the 100 miles of riding in five saddlings. 
   Augie Saavedra is coordinating these rides. Contact him for more information.  You can al-
so contact the individual trail bosses if you have any questions regarding the route and foot-
ing. More details as we get closer. Right now concentrate on riding, riding, and riding some 
more.

(Must be an SFTR member) 

  
1.  Regular REDLAND 100 -  Do 10 rides of 10-15 miles each, receive a pin when 
completing 100 miles within one year. (Rides must be done within the Redlands and 
must be a Club ride.) 

 
2.  Carlos Cardenas Memorial (20 MILES  x  5 RIDES = 100 MILES) - 5 consecu-
tive rides on the weekends of 20 miles each with one make up ride. Earn a patch for 
completing the 100 miles, within one year. (Must be Club rides and within the Red-
lands.) Dates available: Saturday, October 21st; Sunday, October 29th; Saturday, No-
vember 4th; Sunday, November 12th, and Saturday, November 18th - make up ride 
December 2nd. 

 
3.  Wifredo ñWillyò Perez Memorial 500 MILES RIDE - ñA Club Member Person-
al Achievement Riding Awardò - All your riding counts - each member turns in 
their riding miles on a monthly basis and when they reach 500 miles, they will quali-
fy and earn a patch at the next banquet. (Does not have to be a Club Sponsored ride, 
personal  riding, even when campng, counts towards the miles.)
